Further, other villages in the close vicinity have boycotted
this place, due to the above limitations, so much so that it is known as bachelor village
as nobody marries their daughter in this village. After watching their condition, this
group of students decided to approach the district administration. Questioned about the
abysmal state of affairs, authorities pointed out that the village lies in the protected area
especially earmarked by the government for protection of critically endangered species.
