An important factor in turning the people against British rule was their fear that it
endangered their religion. The fear was largely due to the activities of the Christian
missionaries who were “to be seen everywhere — in the schools, in the hospitals, in the
prisons and at market places”. These missionaries tried to convert people and made
violent and vulgar public attacks on Hinduism and Islam. They openely ridiculed and
denounced the long-cherished customs and traditions of the people. They were, -

moreover, provided police protection. The actual conversions made by them appeared

to the people as living proofs of the threat to their religion.
