: Carbon Capture and Storage (CCS) is a technology

that can capture up to 90% of the carbon dioxide (CO,)
emissions produced from the use of fossil fuels in
electricity generation and industrial processes, preventing
the carbon dioxide from entering the atmosphere.
Furthermore, the use of CCS with renewable biomass is
one of the few carbon abatement technologies that can
be used in a ‘carbon-negative’ mode — actually taking
carbon dioxide out of the atmosphere.
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The CCS chain consists of three parts; capturing the
carbon dioxide, transporting the carbon dioxide, and
securely storing the carbon dioxide emissions.

First, capture technologies allow the separation of carbon
dioxide from gases produced in electricity generation and
industrial processes by one of three methods: pre-
combustion capture, post-combustion capture and oxyfuel
combustion.

Carbon dioxide is then transported by pipeline or by
ship for safe storage.

Once the carbon dioxide (CO,) has been transported, it
is stored in porous geological formations that are typically
located several kilometres under the earth’s surface, with
pressure and temperatures such that carbon dioxide will
be in the liquid or ‘supercritical phase’.

m  Suitable storage sites include former gas and oil fields,
deep saline formations (porous rocks filled with very
salty water), or depleting oil fields where the injected
carbon dioxide may increase the amount of oil
recovered. Hence, option (d) is correct.

m Depleted oil and gas reservoirs are more likely to be
used for early projects as extensive information from
geological and hydrodynamic assessments is already
available.

m Deep saline aquifers represent the largest potential
carbon dioxide storage capacity in the long term, but
are currently less well understood.

Exp.: If the Reserve Bank of India relaxes leverage ratio, it

increases the lending capacity of banks because now
banks have more money which they can lend. Hence,
option (b) is correct.

The Basel Committee on Banking Supervision (BCBS)
introduced a leverage ratio in the 2010 Basel III package
of reforms.

The leverage ratio is defined as the capital measure
divided by the exposure measure, expressed as a
percentage. The capital measure is tier 1 capital and the
exposure measure includes both on-balance sheet
exposure and off-balance sheet items.

The leverage ratio measures a bank's core capital to its
total assets. The ratio uses tier 1 capital to judge how
leveraged a bank is in relation to its consolidated assets.
Tier 1 assets are ones that can be easily liquidated if a
bank needs capital in the event of a financial crisis. So, it
is basically a ratio to measure a bank’s financial health.

® The leverage ratio is used as a tool by central monetary

authorities to ensure the capital adequacy of banks and
place constraints on the degree to which a financial
company can leverage its capital base.

Exp.: “The Rajya Sabha represents the states of Indian

Federation, while the Lok Sabha represents the people of
India as a whole.” is the federal feature of the constitution.

Strong Centre: The Union List contains more subjects
than the State List. Secondly, the more important subjects
have been included in the Union List.

Flexibility of the Constitution: The bulk of the
Constitution can be amended by the unilateral action of
the Parliament, either by simple majority or by special
majority. Further, the power to initiate an amendment to
the Constitution lies only with the Centre. Hence,
statement 3 is correct.

Exp.: The Parliament can make laws for the whole or any part

of the territory of India. The territory of India includes
the states, the union territories, and any other area for the
time being included in the territory of India. Parliament
alone can make extra-territorial legislation. Hence,
statement 1 is correct .

The President can make regulations for the peace,
progress and good government of the four Union
Territories—Andaman and Nicobar Islands, Lakshadweep,
Dadra and Nagar Haveli and Daman and Diu.

Both, the Parliament and state legislature can make laws
with respect to any of the matters enumerated in the
Concurrent List. This list has at present 52 subjects
(originally 47 subjects) like criminal law and procedure,
civil procedure, marriage and divorce, population control
and family planning, electricity, labour welfare, economic
and social planning, drugs, newspapers, books and
printing press, and others. The 42nd Amendment Act of
1976 transferred five subjects to Concurrent List from
State List, that is, (a) education, (b) forests, (¢) weights
and measures, (d) protection of wild animals and birds,
and (e) administration of justice; constitution and
organisation of all courts except the Supreme Court and
the high courts. Hence, statement 4 is correct.
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® The governor is empowered to direct that an act of
Parliament does not apply to a scheduled area in the state
or apply with specified modifications and exceptions.

Exp.: During National Emergency
® The Parliament acquires the power to legislate with
respect to matters in the State List, while a proclamation
of National Emergency is in operation. Hence, statement
1 is correct.

The laws become inoperative on the expiration of six
months after the emergency has ceased to operate Here
also, the power of a state legislature to make laws on the
same matter is not restricted.

In case of repugnancy between a State law and a
Parliamentary law, the latter is to prevail. Hence,
Statement 2 and 3 are NOT correct.

Exp.: If the Rajya Sabha declares that it is necessary in the
national interest that Parliament should make laws on a
matter in the State List, then the Parliament becomes
competent to make laws on that matter. Such a resolution
must be supported by two-thirds of the members
present and voting. Hence, statement 1 is NOT correct.
The resolution remains in force for one year; it can be
renewed any number of times but not exceeding one year
at a time.

The laws cease to have effect on the expiration of six
months after the resolution has ceased to be in force. This
provision does not restrict the power of a state legislature
to make laws on the same matter. But, in case of
inconsistency between a state law and a parliamentary
law, the latter is to prevail.

(internal emergency) proved to be the most controversial.
there was widespread criticism of the misuse of
Emergency Powers. In the election held to the Lok Sabha
in 1977 after the Emergency, the Congress Party led by
Indira Gandhi lost and the Janata Party came to power.
This government appointed the Shah Commission to
investigate the circumstances that warranted the
declaration of an emergency in 1975. The commission
did not justify the declaration of the Emergency. Hence,
the 44" Amendment Act was enacted in 1978 to introduce
anumber of safeguards against the misuse of Emergency
provisions. Hence, option (b) is correct.

Sarkaria Commission: it was set up in June 1983 by the
central government of India to examine the relationship
and balance of power between state and central
governments in the country and suggest change within
the framework of Constitution of India.

Kothari Commission: It was an ad hoc commission set
up by the government of India to examine all aspects of
the educational sector in india, to evolve a general pattern
of education and to advise guidelines and policies for the
development of education in India.

The Presidential form of government, is known as non-
responsible or non- parliamentary or fixed executive
system of government.

Exp.

: The differences between Articles 358 and 359 can be

summarised as follows:

1. Article 358 is confined to Fundamental Rights under
Article 19 only whereas Article 359 extends to all
those Fundamental Rights whose enforcement is
suspended by the Presidential Order.
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2. Article 358 automatically suspends the fundamental
rights under Article 19 as soon as the emergency is
declared. On the other hand, Article 359 does not
automatically suspend any Fundamental Right. It
only empowers the president to suspend the
enforcement of the specified Fundamental Rights.

3. Article 358 operates only in case of External
Emergency (that is, when the emergency is declared
on the grounds of war or external aggression) and
not in the case of Internal Emergency Article 359,
on the other hand, operates in case of both External
Emergency as well as Internal Emergency.

4. Article 358 suspends Fundamental Rights under
Article 19 for the entire duration of Emergency
while Article 359 suspends the enforcement of
Fundamental Rights for a period specified by the
president which may either be the entire duration
of Emergency or a shorter period.

5. Article 358 extends to the entire country whereas
Article 359 may extend to the entire country or
a part of it. Hence, statement 1 is correct.

6. Article 358 suspends Article 19 completely while
Article 359 does not empower the suspension of the
enforcement of Articles 20 and 21.

7. Article 358 enables the State to make any law or
take any executive action inconsistent with
Fundamental Rights under Article 19 while Article
359 enables the State to make any law or take any
executive action inconsistent with those Fundamental
Rights whose enforcement is suspended by the
Presidential Order. Every resolution approving the
proclamation of emergency or its continuance must
be passed by either House of Parliament by a special
majority, that is, (a) a majority of the total
membership of that house, and (b) a majority of not
less than two-thirds of the members of that house
present and voting. This special majority provision
was introduced by the 44" Amendment Act of 1978.
Hence, statement 2 is NOT correct.

Exp.: The Parliament can curtail or repeal Fundamental Rights

by a constitutional amendment act and not by an
ordinary bill. Hence, statement 1 is NOT correct.

The six rights guaranteed by Article 19 (Freedom of
speech and expression) can be suspended only when an
emergency is declared on the grounds of war or external
aggression (i.e., external emergency-Article 352) and
not on the ground of armed rebellion (i.e., internal
emergency-Article 352). Hence, statement 2 is NOT
correct.

® The application of Fundamental Rights can be restricted

while martial law is in force in any area. Martial law
means ‘military rule’ imposed under abnormal
circumstances to restore order (Article 34). It is different
from the imposition of national emergency. Hence,
statement 3 is correct.

Exp.: Indian Councils Act of 1861 made a beginning of

representative institutions by associating Indians with the
law-making process. It thus provided that the Viceroy
should nominate some Indians as non-official members
of his expanded council. In 1862, Lord Canning, the then
Viceroy, nominated three Indians to his legislative council
— the Raja of Benaras, the Maharaja of Patiala and Sir
Dinkar Rao. Hence, statement 1 is correct.

The Act also provided for the establishment of new
legislative councils for Bengal, North-Western Frontier
Province (NWFP) and Punjab, which were established in
1862, 1866 and 1897 respectively. Hence, statement 2
is correct.

The Act gave a recognition to the ‘portfolio’ system,
introduced by Lord Canning in 1859. Under this, a
member of the Viceroy’s council was made in-charge of
one or more departments of the government and was
authorised to issue final orders on behalf of the council
on matters of his department(s).

The Act empowered the Viceroy to issue ordinances,
without the concurrence of the legislative council, during
an emergency. The life of such an ordinance was six
months.

Exp.: Government of India Act 1919 extended the principle of

communal representation by providing separate
electorates for Sikhs, Indian Christians, Anglo-Indians
and Europeans. Government of India Act 1935 further
extended the principle of communal representation by
providing separate electorates for depressed classes
(scheduled castes), women and labour (workers). Hence,
statement 1 is correct.

Government of India Act of 1919 provided for the
establishment of a Public Service Commission. Hence,
a Central Public Service Commission was set up in 1926
for recruiting civil servants. Government of India Act
1935 provided for the establishment of a Federal Court,
which was set up in 1937. Hence, statement 2 is NOT
correct.
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Exp.: Indian Independence Act of 1947 designated the

Governor-General of India and the provincial governors
as constitutional (nominal) heads of the states. They were
made to act on the advice of the respective Council of
Ministers in all matters. Hence, statement 1 is correct.
This act deprived the British Monarch of his right to veto
bills or ask for reservation of certain bills for his approval.
But, this particular right was reserved for the Governor-
General. The Governor-General would have full power
to assent to any bill in the name of His Majesty. Hence,
statement 2 is correct.

The office of Viceroy and the office of Secretary of State
for India were abolished. Hence, statement 3 is NOT
correct.

Exp.: In India, the President is the nominal executive (de jure

executive) while the Prime Minister is the real executive
(defacto executive). Thus, the President is the head of the
State, while the Prime Minister is the head of the
government. Hence, statement 1 is correct.

The ministers are collectively responsible to the
Parliament in general and to the LokSabha in particular
(Article 75). They act as a team, and swim and sink
together. The principle of collective responsibility implies
that the Lok Sabha can remove the Ministry (i.e., Council
of Ministers headed by the Prime Minister) from office
by passing a Vote of No Confidence. Hence, statement
2 is correct.

The ministers are members of both the legislature and the
executive. This means that a person cannot be a minister
without being a member of the Parliament. The
Constitution stipulates that a minister who is not a member
of the Parliament for a period of six consecutive months
ceases to be a Minister. Hence, statement 3 is NOT
correct.

Ministers take the oath of secrecy before entering their
office. The oath of secrecy to the ministers is administered
by the President. Hence, statement 4 is NOT correct.

Exp.: The Constituent Assembly held its first meeting on

December 9, 1946.

Dr. Sachchidananda Sinha, the oldest member, was
elected as the temporary President of the Assembly,
following the French practice. Hence, option (d) is
correct.

® This provision prohibits discrimination both by the State
and private individuals, while the former provision
prohibits discrimination only by the State. Hence,
statement 1 is correct.

Article 18 abolishes titles
® Hereditary titles of nobility like Maharaja, Raj Bahadur,
Rai Bahadur, Rai Saheb, Dewan Bahadur, etc, which were
conferred by colonial States are banned by Article 18 as
these are against the principle of equal status of all. Hence,
statement 2 is correct.

Article 19 guarantees to all citizens the six rights. These are:

Freedom of Speech and Expression:
® Implies that every citizen has the right to express his
views, opinions, belief and convictions freely by word of
mouth, writing, printing, picturing or in any other manner.

® Freedom of Speech and Expression provides:
(a) Right to propagate one’s views as well as views of
others.
(b) Freedom of the press.
(¢) Freedom of commercial advertisements.
(d) Right against tapping of telephonic conversation.

(e) Right to telecast, that is, government has no
monopoly on electronic media.

(f) Right against bandh called by a political party or
organisation.

(g) Right to know about government activities.

(h) Freedom of silence.

(1) Right against imposition of pre-censorship on a
newspaper.

(j) Right to demonstration or picketing but not right
to strike.
Hence, statement 3 is correct.

Exp.: Article 19 of the Indian constitution provides ‘Freedom
of Association’.
® All citizens have the right to form associations or unions
or co-operative societies. Hence, statement 1 is correct.
® Article 19 includes the right to form political parties,
companies, partnership firms, societies, clubs,
organisations, trade unions or any body of persons.

® Article 19 not only includes the right to start an
association or union but also to continue with the
association or union as such.

® Reasonable restrictions can be imposed on the exercise
of this right by the State on the grounds of sovereignty
and integrity of India, public order and morality. Hence,
statement 2 is correct.

® Subject to these restrictions, the citizens have complete
liberty to form associations or unions for pursuing lawful
objectives and purposes. However, the right to obtain
recognition of the association is not a fundamental right.
Hence, statement 3 is NOT correct

® The Supreme Court held that the trade unions have no
guaranteed right to effective bargaining or right to strike
or right to declare a lock-out. The right to strike can be
controlled by an appropriate industrial law.

Exp.: Article 13 declares that a constitutional amendment is
not a law and hence cannot be challenged. However, the
Supreme Court held in the Kesavananda Bharati case
(1973) that a Constitutional amendment can be challenged
on the ground that it violates a fundamental right that
forms a part of the ‘basic structure’ of the Constitution
and hence, can be declared as void.

® In the famous Mandal case (1992), the scope and extent
of Article 16(4), which provides for reservation of jobs
in favour of backward classes, has been examined
thoroughly by the Supreme Court. Though the Court has
rejected the additional reservation of 10% for poorer
sections of general category citizens, it upheld the
constitutional validity of 27% reservation for the OBCs
with certain conditions.
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® [n the famous Gopalan case (1950), the Supreme Court

has taken a narrow interpretation of the Article 21. It held
that the protection under Article 21 is available only
against arbitrary executive action and not from arbitrary
legislative action. Hence, option (b) is correct.

But, in Menaka case (1978), the Supreme Court
overruled its judgement in the Gopalan case by taking a
wider interpretation of the Article 21. It ruled that the
right to life and personal liberty of a person can be
deprived by a law provided the procedure prescribed by
that law is reasonable, fair and just.

Further, the court held that the ‘right to life’ as embodied
in Article 21 is not merely confined to animal existence
or survival but it includes within its ambit the right to live
with human dignity and all those aspects of life which go
to make a man’s life meaningful, complete and worth

(14) Right to travel abroad.
(15) Right against bonded labour.

(21) Right of a prisoner to have the necessities of life.
(22) Right of women to be treated with decency and
dignity.

Punitive detention is to punish a person for an offence
committed by him after trial and conviction in a court.
Preventive detention, means detention of a person
without trial and conviction by a court.

The first part of Article 22 confers the following rights

on a person who is arrested or detained under an ordinary

law:

m Right to be informed of the grounds of arrest.

m  Rightto consult and be defended by a legal practitioner.

m Right to be produced before a magistrate within 24
hours, excluding the journey time.

m Right to be released after 24 hours unless the
magistrate authorises further detention.

m These safeguards are not available to an enemy alien
or a person arrested or detained under a preventive
detention law.

The second part of Article 22 grants protection to persons
who are arrested or detained under a preventive detention
law. This protection is available to both citizens as well
as foreigners and includes the following:

m  The detention of a person cannot exceed three months
unless an advisory board reports sufficient cause for
extended detention. The board is to consist of judges
of a high court.

m  The grounds of detention should be communicated to
the person detained. However, the facts considered to
be against the public interest need not be disclosed.
Hence, statement 1 is correct.
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m  The person who has been detained should be afforded
an opportunity to make a representation against the
detention order. Hence, statement 2 is correct.

® Article 22 also authorises the Parliament to prescribe:

(a) The circumstances and the classes of cases in which
aperson can be detained for more than three months
under a preventive detention law without obtaining
the opinion of an advisory board;

(b) The maximum period for which a person can be
detained in any classes of cases under a preventive
detention law; and

(¢) The procedure to be followed by an advisory board
in an inquiry. Hence, statement 3 is correct.

® The 44" Amendment Act of 1978 has reduced the period

of detention without obtaining the opinion of an advisory

board from three to two months. However, this provision
has not yet been brought into force, hence, the original
period of three months still continues.

m The Supreme Court can issue writs against a person
or government throughout the territory of India
whereas a high court can issue writs against a person
residing or against a government or authority located
within its territorial jurisdiction only or outside its
territorial jurisdiction, only if the cause of action arises
within its territorial jurisdiction. Thus, the territorial
jurisdiction of the Supreme Court for the purpose of
issuing writs is wider than that of a high court.

m A remedy under Article 32 is in itself a Fundamental
Right and hence, the Supreme Court may not refuse
to exercise its writ jurisdiction. On the other hand, a
remedy under Article 226 is discretionary and hence,
a high court may refuse to exercise its writ jurisdiction.
Article 32 does not merely confer power on the
Supreme Court as Article 226 does on a high court to
issue writs for the enforcement of fundamental rights
or other rights as part of its general jurisdiction. The
Supreme Court is thus constituted as a defender and
guarantor of the fundamental rights. Hence, statement
3 is NOT correct.

Exp.: The Supreme Court (under Article 32) and the High Ex ' () The American President is both the head of the State
Courts (under Article 226) can issue the writs of habeas p-:

corpus, mandamus, prohibition, certiorari and quo-
warranto.

Further, the Parliament (under Article 32) can empower
any other court to issue these writs. Since no such
provision has been made so far, only the Supreme Court
and the high courts can issue the writs and not any other
court. Hence, statement 1 is NOT correct.

Before 1950, only the High Courts of Calcutta, Bombay
and Madras had the power to issue the writs. Article 226
now empowers all the high courts to issue the writs.

These writs are borrowed from English law where they
are known as ‘prerogative writs’. They are so called in
England as they were issued in the exercise of the
prerogative of the King who was, and is still, described
as the ‘fountain of justice’.

The writ jurisdiction of the Supreme Court differs from
that of a high court in three respects:

m The Supreme Court can issue writs only for the
enforcement of fundamental rights whereas a high
court can issue writs not only for the enforcement of
Fundamental Rights but also for ordinary legal rights.
Thus, the writ jurisdiction of the Supreme Court, is
narrower than that of high court. Hence, statement
2 is NOT correct.

As the head of State,
he occupies a ceremonial position. As the head of
government, he leads the executive organ of
government. Hence, statement 1 is correct

(b) The President is elected by an electoral college for
a fixed tenure of four years. He cannot be removed
by the Congress except by impeachment for a grave
unconstitutional act.

(c) The President governs with the help of a cabinet or
a smaller body called ‘Kitchen Cabinet’. It is only
an advisory body and consists of non-elected
departmental secretaries. They are selected and
appointed by him, and are responsible only to him,
they can be removed by him any time. Hence,
Statement 2 is correct.

(d) The President and his secretaries are not responsible
to the Congress for their acts. They neither possess
membership in the Congress nor attend its Sessions.
Hence, Statement 3 is correct.

(e) The President cannot dissolve the House of
Representatives — the lower house of the Congress.

(f) The doctrine of separation of powers is the basis of
the American presidential system. The legislative,
executive and judicial powers of the government
are separated and vested in the three independent
organs of the government. Hence, Satement 4 is
correct.
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Exp.: The Directive Principles of State Policy are enumerated

in Part IV of the Constitution from Articles 36 to 51.
The framers of the Constitution borrowed this idea from
the Irish Constitution of 1937, which had copied it from
the Spanish Constitution.

The Directive Principles resemble the ‘Instrument of
Instructions’ enumerated in the Government of India Act
of 1935.

The Directive Principles constitute a very comprehensive
economic, social and political programme for a modern
democratic State. They aim at realising the high ideals of
justice, liberty, equality and fraternity as outlined in the
Preamble to the Constitution.

The Directive Principles are non-justiciable in nature, that
is, they are not legally enforceable by the courts for their
violation.

The Constitution does not contain any classification
of Directive Principles. However, on the basis of their
content and direction, they can be classified into three
broad categories, viz, socialistic, Gandhian and liberal—
intellectual. Hence, statement 3 is NOT correct.
Gandhian Principles

m  To organise village panchayats and endow them with
necessary powers and authority to enable them to
function as units of self-government (Article 40).

m  To promote cottage industries on an individual or co-
operation basis in rural areas (Article 43).

m To promote voluntary formation, autonomous
functioning, democratic control and professional
management of co-operative societies (Article 43B).

m To promote the educational and economic interests of
SCs, STs, and other weaker sections of the society
and to protect them from social injustice and
exploitation (Article 46).

m To prohibit the consumption of intoxicating drinks
and drugs which are injurious to health (Article 47).
Hence, statement 2 is correct.

m To prohibit the slaughter of cows, calves and other
milch and draught cattle and to improve their breeds
(Article 48).

Liberal-Intellectual Principles

m To secure for all citizens a uniform civil code
throughout the country (Article 44).

m To provide early childhood care and education for
all children until they complete the age of six years
(Article 45). Hence, statement 1 is NOT correct.

m To organise agriculture and animal husbandry on
modern and scientific lines (Article 48).

m To protect and improve the environment and to
safeguard forests and wild life (Article 48 A).

m To protect monuments, places and objects of artistic
or historic interest which are declared to be of national
importance (Article 49).

m To separate the judiciary from the executive in the
public services of the State (Article 50).

m To promote international peace and security and
maintain just and honourable relations between
nations; to foster respect for international law and
treaty obligations, and to encourage settlement of
international disputes by arbitration (Article 51).

Exp.: In 1976, the Congress Party set up the Sardar Swaran

Singh Committee to make recommendations about
fundamental duties, the need and necessity of which was
felt during the operation of the internal emergency
(1975-1977).

The Congress Government at Centre accepted these
recommendations and enacted the 42" Constitutional
Amendment Act in 1976. It inserted Article 51A into the
Constitution.

Some of them are moral duties while others are civic
duties. For instance, cherishing noble ideals of freedom
struggle is a moral precept and respecting the Constitution,
National Flag and National Anthem is a civic duty. Hence,
statement 2 is correct.

Like the Directive Principles, the fundamental duties are
also non-justiciable. The Constitution does not provide
for their direct enforcement by the courts.

Moreover, there is no legal sanction against their
violation. However, the Parliament is free to enforce them
by suitable legislation. Hence, statement 3 is correct.

According to Article 51 A, it shall be the duty of every
citizen of India:

m to abide by the Constitution and respect its ideals and
institutions, the National Flag and the National
Anthem;

m to cherish and follow the noble ideals that inspired the
national struggle for freedom;

m to uphold and protect the sovereignty, unity and
integrity of India;

m to defend the country and render national service when
called upon to do so;

m to promote harmony and the spirit of common
brotherhood amongst all the people of India
transcending religious, linguistic and regional or
sectional diversities and to renounce practices
derogatory to the dignity of women;

m to value and preserve the rich heritage of the country’s
composite culture;

m to protect and improve the natural environment
including forests, lakes, rivers and wildlife and to have
compassion for living creatures;

m to develop scientific temper, humanism and the spirit
of inquiry and reform;

to safeguard public property and to abjure violence;

m to strive towards excellence in all spheres of individual
and collective activity so that the nation constantly
rises to higher levels of endeavour and achievement;
and

m to provide opportunities for education to his child or
ward between the age of six and fourteen years. This
duty was added by the 86th Constitutional Amendment
Act, 2002. Hence, statement 1 is NOT correct.

Exp.: Article 368 in Part XX of the Constitution deals with the

powers of Parliament to amend the Constitution and its
procedure.

It states that the Parliament may, in exercise of its
constituent power, amend by way of addition, variation
or repeal any provision of the Constitution in accordance
with the procedure laid down for the purpose.

However, the Parliament cannot amend those provisions
which form the ‘basic structure’ of the Constitution. This
was ruled by the Supreme Court in the Kesavananda
Bharati case (1973). Hence, statement 1 is correct.

The procedure for the amendment of the Constitution
as laid down in Article 368 is as follows:

® An amendment of the Constitution can be initiated
only by the introduction of a bill for the purpose in
either House of Parliament and not in the state
legislatures.

m The bill can be introduced either by a minister or by
a private member and does not require prior
permission of the President.

m The bill must be passed in each House by a special
majority, that is, a majority (that is, more than 50 per
cent) of the total membership of the House and a
majority of two-thirds of the members of the House
present and voting.

m  Each House must pass the bill separately. In case of a
disagreement between the two Houses, there is no
provision for holding a joint sitting of the two
Houses for the purpose of deliberation and passage
of the bill. Hence, statement 2 is NOT correct.

m If'the bill seeks to amend the federal provisions of the
Constitution, it must also be ratified by the legislatures
of half of the states by a simple majority, that is, a
majority of the members of the House present and
voting.
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m After being duly passed by both the Houses of
Parliament and ratified by the state legislatures, where
necessary, the bill is presented to the President for his
assent.

m  The President must give his assent to the bill. He can
neither withhold his assent to the bill nor return the
bill for reconsideration of the Parliament.

m After the President’s assent, the bill becomes an Act
(i.e., a constitutional amendment act) and the
Constitution stands amended in accordance with the
terms of the Act.

Exp.: The anti-defection law sought to prevent political

defections which may be due to reward of office or other
similar considerations.

It lays down the process by which legislators may be
disqualified on grounds of defection by the Presiding
Officer of a legislature based on a petition by any other
member of the House. Hence, statement 1 is correct.

Various expert committees have recommended that rather
than the Presiding Officer, the decision to disqualify a
member should be made by the President (in case of MPs)
or the Governor (in case of MLAs) on the advice of the
Election Commission.

The law does not specify a time-period for the
Presiding Officer to decide on a disqualification plea.
Given that courts can intervene only after the Presiding
Officer has decided on the matter, the petitioner seeking
disqualification has no option but to wait for this decision
to be made. Hence, statement 2 is correct

The law initially stated that the decision of the Presiding
Officer is not subject to judicial review. This condition
was struck down by the Supreme Court in 1992, thereby
allowing appeals against the Presiding Officer’s decision
in the High Court and Supreme Court. However, it held
that there may not be any judicial intervention until the
Presiding Officer gives his order. Hence, statement 3 is
NOT correct.

® By Special Majority of Parliament:

m  The majority of the provisions in the Constitution need
to be amended by a special majority of the Parliament,
that is, a majority (that is, more than 50 per cent) of
the total membership of each House and a majority
of two-thirds of the members of each House present
and voting. The expression ‘total membership’ means
the total number of members comprising the House
irrespective of fact whether there are vacancies or
absentees.

m  ‘Strictly speaking, the special majority is required only
for voting at the third reading stage of the bill but by
way of abundant caution the requirement for special
majority has been provided for in the rules of the
Houses in respect of all the effective stages of the bill’.

m The provisions which can be amended by this way
includes: (i) Fundamental Rights; (ii) Directive
Principles of State Policy; and (iii) All other
provisions which are not covered by the first and third
categories.
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By Special Majority of Parliament and Consent of
States:

m  Those provisions of the Constitution which are related
to the federal structure of the polity can be amended
by a special majority of the Parliament and also with
the consent of half of the state legislatures by a simple
majority. If one or some or all the remaining states
take no action on the bill, it does not matter; the
moment half of the states give their consent, the
formality is completed. There is no time limit within
which the states should give their consent to the bill.

m  The following provisions can be amended in this way:

O Election of the President and its manner.

O Extent of the executive power of the Union and
the states.

O Supreme Court and high courts.

O Distribution of legislative powers between the
Union and the states.

O Any of the lists in the Seventh Schedule.

O Representation of states in Parliament.

O Power of Parliament to amend the Constitution
and its procedure (Article 368 itself).

Exp.: Critics have criticised the amendment procedure of the

Constitution on the following grounds:

There is no provision for a special body like Constitutional
Convention (as in USA) or Constitutional Assembly for
amending the Constitution. The constituent power is
vested in the Parliament and only in few cases, in the state
legislatures.

The power to initiate an amendment to the Constitution
lies with the Parliament. Except in one case, that is,
passing a resolution requesting the Parliament for the
creation or abolition of Legislative Councils in the states.
Here also, the Parliament can either approve or disapprove
such a resolution or may not take any action on it. Hence,
statement 1 is NOT correct.

Major part of the Constitution can be amended by the
Parliament alone either by a special majority or by a
simple majority. Only in few cases, the consent of the
state legislatures is required and that too, only half of
them, while in USA, it is three-fourths of the states.

The Constitution does not prescribe the time frame within
which the state legislatures should ratify or reject an
amendment submitted to them. Also, it is silent on the
issue whether the states can withdraw their approval after
according the same. Hence, statement 2 is NOT correct.

There is no provision for holding a joint sitting of both
the Houses of Parliament if there is a deadlock over the
passage of a constitutional amendment bill. On the other
hand, a provision for a joint sitting is made in the case of
an ordinary bill.

The process of amendment is similar to that of a legislative
process. Except for the special majority, the constitutional
amendment bills are to be passed by the Parliament in the
same way as ordinary bills.

The provisions relating to the amendment procedure are
too sketchy. Hence, they leave a wide scope for taking
the matter to the judiciary.

Exp.: The Constitution of India provides for a federal system

of government in the country.

The framers adopted the federal system due to two main
reasons—the large size of the country and its socio-
cultural diversity. Hence, statement 1 is correct.

The term ‘federation’ has no where been used in the
Constitution. Instead, Article 1 of the Constitution
describes India as a ‘Union of States’. According to Dr
B R Ambedkar, the phrase ‘Union of States’ has been
preferred to ‘Federation of States’ to indicate two things:

m  The Indian federation is not the result of an agreement
among the states like the American federation.

m  The states have no right to secede from the federation.
Hence, statement 2 is correct.

The Indian federal system is based on the ‘Canadian
model’ and not on the ‘American model’. Hence,
statement 3 is NOT correct.

The ‘Canadian model’ differs fundamentally from the
‘American model’ in so far as it establishes a very strong
centre. The Indian federation resembles the Canadian
federation

in its formation (i.e., by way of disintegration);
in its preference to the term ‘Union’ (the Canadian
federation is also called a ‘Union’); and

in its centralizing tendency (i.e.,vesting more
powers in the centre via-a-vis the states)
‘Shadow cabinet’ is a unique institution of the British
cabinet system. It is formed by the opposition party to
balance the ruling cabinet and to prepare its members for
future Ministerial office. There is no such institution in
India. Hence, statement 4 is correct.

Exp.: Features of parliamentary system are :

amended by the Parliament under Article 368 came for

consideration of the Supreme Court within a year of the

Constitution coming into force.

m  Inthe Shankari Prasad case (1951), the constitutional
validity of the First Amendment Act (1951), which
curtailed the right to property, was challenged. Hence,
statement 2 is correct.

m The Supreme Court ruled that the power of the
Parliament to amend the Constitution under Article
368 also includes the power to amend Fundamental
Rights.

But in the Golak Nath case (1967), the Supreme Court

reversed its earlier stand.

m In this case, the constitutional validity of the
Seventeenth Amendment Act (1964), which inserted
certain state acts in the Ninth Schedule, was
challenged. Hence, statement 1 is correct.

m  The Supreme Court ruled that the Fundamental Rights
are given a ‘transcendental and immutable’ position
and hence, the Parliament cannot abridge or take away
any of these rights. A constitutional amendment act
is also a law within the meaning of Article 13 and
hence, would be void for violating any of the
Fundamental Rights.

The Parliament reacted to the Supreme Court’s judgement
in the Golak Nath case (1967) by enacting the 24™
Amendment Act (1971). This Act amended Articles 13
and 368. It declared that the Parliament has the power to
abridge or take away any of the Fundamental Rights under
Article 368 and such an act will not be a law under the
meaning of Article 13.

However, in the Kesavananda Bharati case (1973), the
Supreme Court overruled its judgement in the Golak Nath
case (1967). It upheld the validity of the 24th Amendment
Act (1971) and stated that Parliament is empowered to
abridge or take away any of the Fundamental Rights. At
the same time, it laid down a new doctrine of the ‘basic
structure’ (or ‘basic features’) of the Constitution.

m Itruled that the constituent power of Parliament under
Article 368 does not enable it to alter the ‘basic
structure’ of the Constitution. This means that the
Parliament cannot abridge or take away a Fundamental
Right that forms a part of the ‘basic structure’ of the
Constitution.

Dual Executive: The President is the nominal executive
(de jure executive or titular executive) while the Prime
Minister is the real executive (de facto executive). Hence,
statement 3 is NOT correct.

Collective Responsibility: This is the bedrock principle
of parliamentary government. The ministers are
collectively responsible to the Parliament in general and
to the Lok Sabha in particular (Article 75). They act as a
team, and swim and sink together. Hence, statement 1
is correct.

Political Homogeneity: Members of the council of
ministers belong to the same political party, and hence
they share the same political ideology. In case of coalition
government, the Ministers are bound by consensus.

Double Membership: The Ministers are members of
both the legislature and the executive. This means that a
person cannot be a minister without being a member of
the Parliament.

Leadership of Prime Minister: The Prime Minister plays
the leadership role in this system of government. He is
the leader of the council of ministers, leader of the
Parliament and the leader of the party in power. Hence,
statement 2 is correct.

Exp.: Collective Responsibility: This is the bedrock principle

of parliamentary government. The ministers are
collectively responsible to the Parliament in general and
to the Lok Sabha in particular (Article 75). They act as a
team, and swim and sink together. The principle of
collective responsibility implies that the Lok Sabha can
remove the ministry (i.e., council of ministers headed by
the prime minister) from office by passing a vote of no
confidence. Hence, statement 1 is NOT correct.
Dissolution of the Lower House: The lower house of
the Parliament (Lok Sabha) can be dissolved by the
President on recommendation of the Prime Minister. In
other words, the Prime Minister can advise the President
to dissolve the Lok Sabha before the expiry of its term
and hold fresh elections. This means that the executive
enjoys the right to get the legislature dissolved in a
parliamentary system. Hence, statement 2 is NOT
correct.
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Exp.: Features of Pitt’s India Act of 1784
® [tdistinguished between the commercial and political
functions of the Company. Hence, statement 3 is
correct.

® [t allowed the Court of Directors to manage the
commercial affairs but created a new body called Board
of Control to manage the political affairs. Thus, it
established a system of double government.

® [tempowered the Board of Control to supervise and direct
all operations of the civil and military government or
revenues of the British possessions in India.

The regulating act of 1773 had the following provisions:
® Governors of Bombay and Madras presidencies were
subordinated to the governor-general of Bengal. Hence,
statement 1 is NOT correct.

® Designated the Governor of Bengal as the ‘Governor-
General of Bengal’ and created an Executive Council of
four members to assist him. The first such Governor-
General was Lord Warren Hastings.

® [t prohibited the servants of the Company from engaging
in any private trade or accepting presents or bribes from
the ‘natives’. Hence, statement 2 is NOT correct.

® The establishment of a Supreme Court at Calcutta (1774)
comprising one chief justice and three other judges.

® Strengthened the control of the British Government over
the Company by requiring the Court of Directors
(governing body of the Company) to report on its revenue,
civil, and military affairs in India.

Exp.: Demand For A Constituent Assembly
® [t was in 1934 that the idea of a Constituent Assembly
for India was put forward for the first time by M.N. Roy.

® In 1935, the Indian National Congress (INC), for the first
time, officially demanded a Constituent Assembly to
frame the Constitution of India and in 1938, Jawaharlal
Nehru, on behalf the INC declared that ‘the Constitution
of free India must be framed, without outside interference,
by a Constituent Assembly elected on the basis of adult
franchise’.

® The demand was finally accepted in principle by the
British Government in what is known as the ‘August
Offer’ of 1940. Hence, option (b) is correct.

Exp.: The 42™ Constitutional Amendment Act (1976) added a
new part, namely, Part IV A to the Constitution.

List of 11 Fundamental Duties:

According to Article 51 A, it shall be the duty of every

citizen of India:

(a) to abide by the Constitution and respect its ideals
and institutions, the National Flag and the National
Anthem;
to cherish and follow the noble ideals that inspired
our national struggle for freedom;

(c) to uphold and protect the sovereignty, unity and

integrity of India;

to defend the country and render national service

when called upon to do so;

(e) to promote harmony and the spirit of common
brotherhood amongst all the people of India
transcending religious, linguistic and regional or
sectional diversities; to renounce practices
derogatory to the dignity of women,;

(f) to value and preserve the rich heritage of our

composite culture;

to protect and improve the natural environment

including forests, lakes, rivers and wildlife and to

have compassion for living creatures;

to develop the scientific temper, humanism and the

spirit of inquiry and reform;

(1) tosafeguard public property and to abjure violence;

(j) to strive towards excellence in all spheres of

individual and collective activity so that the nation

constantly rises to higher levels of endeavor and
achievement; and

to provide opportunities for education to his child

or ward between the age of six and fourteen years.

This duty was added by the 86" Constitutional

Amendment Act, 2002. Hence, statement 1 is

correct.

Like the Directive Principles, the fundamental duties are
also non-justiciable. The Constitution does not provide
for their direct enforcement by the courts. Moreover, there
is no legal sanction against their violation. However, the
Parliament is free to enforce them by suitable legislation.
Hence, statement 2 is correct.

Exp.: The WTO agreements contain special provisions which
give developing countries special rights and allow other
members to treat them more favourably.
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These are “special and differential treatment provisions”
(abbreviated as S&D or SDT). The special provisions
include:

m  Longer time periods for implementing agreements and
commitments. Hence, statement 1 is correct.

m Measures to increase trading opportunities for these
countries.

m  Provisions requiring all WTO members to safeguard
the trade interests of developing countries. Hence,
statement 3 is NOT correct.

m Support to help developing countries build the
infrastructure to undertake WTO work, handle
disputes, and implement technical standards. Hence,
statement 2 is correct.

m Provisions related to least-developed country (LDC)
members.

In the Doha Declaration, (ministers agreed that all special
and differential treatment provisions should be reviewed,
in order to strengthen them and make them more precise,
effective and operational).

Numerous proposals were made by developing and least-
developed countries. Most proposals came from the
African Group and the group of least-developed countries.

They usually identify parts of an agreement and suggest
new wording to introduce new S&D provisions for
developing countries or to strengthen existing ones.

They relate to most WTO agreements, including the
General Agreement on Trade in Services (GATS), the
GATT and the Agreement on Trade-Related Aspects of
Intellectual Property Rights (TRIPS).

Exp.: The Constitution deals with citizenship from Articles 5

to 11 under Part II. However, it contains neither any
permanent nor any elaborate provisions in this regard. It
only identifies the persons who became citizens of India
at its commencement (i.e., on January 26, 1950).

It does not deal with the problem of acquisition or loss
of citizenship subsequent to its commencement. It
empowers the Parliament to enact a law to provide for
such matters and any other matter relating to citizenship.
Hence, statement 2 is correct.

Citizens are full members of the Indian State and owe
allegiance to it. They enjoy all civil and political rights.
Aliens (Foreigners), on the other hand, are the citizens of
some other state and hence, do not enjoy all the civil and
political rights.

® They are of two categories—friendly aliens or enemy
aliens. Friendly aliens are the subjects of those countries
that have cordial relations with India.

® Enemy aliens, on the other hand, are the subjects of that
country that is at war with India. They enjoy lesser rights
than the friendly aliens, eg, they do not enjoy protection
against arrest and detention (Article 22).

® The Constitution confers the following rights and
privileges on the citizens of India (and denies the same
to aliens):

m  Right against discrimination on grounds of religion,
race, caste, sex or place of birth (Article 15).

m  Right to equality of opportunity in the matter of public
employment (Article 16).

m Right to freedom of speech and expression, assembly,
association, movement, residence and profession
(Article 19).

m  Cultural and educational rights (Articles 29 and 30).

m Right to vote in elections to the Lok Sabha and state
legislative assembly.

m Right to contest for the membership of the Parliament
and the state legislature.

m Eligibility to hold certain public offices, that is, the
President of India, VicePresident of India, judges of
the Supreme Court and the high courts, governor of
states, attorney general of India and advocate general
of states.

® In India both a citizen by birth as well as a naturalised
citizen are eligible for the office of President while in the
USA, only a citizen by birth and not a naturalised citizen
is eligible for the office of President. Hence, statement
1is NOT correct.

Exp.: Reservation in Promotion:
® Background:

Since 1950s, the Central and the State Government since
the 1950s have been following a policy of reserving seats
in promotions in favours of SC and ST communities on
the ground that they are not adequately represented at the
decision making level of public services.

® This policy was held to be unconstitutional and void by
the Supreme Court in Indra Sawhney vs. Union Of India
1992 case on the ground that under Article 16(4) the State
is provided with the power to make reservations in favour
of backward classes of citizens only at the entry level that
is at the time of recruitment into public services but not
subsequently. Hence, Statement 2 is NOT correct.
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® The Supreme Court in M. Nagaraj v. Union Of India

2006 case while upholding the constitutional validity of
Art 16(4A) held that any such reservation policy in order
to be constitutionally valid shall satisfy the following
three constitutional requirements:

m The SC and ST community should be socially and
educationally backward.

m The SC and ST communities are not adequately
represented in Public employment.

m  Such a reservation policy shall not affect the overall
efficiency in the administration.

Five-judge Constitution Bench of the Supreme Court has
upheld the application of ‘creamy layer’ principle
relating to reservations for Scheduled Castes (SCs) and
Scheduled Tribes (STs) in promotions. Hence, Statement
1 is correct.

The creamy layer is a concept that puts an income ceiling
on people availing of caste-wise reservations in
government jobs and education. Till now, this was only
applicable for reservations under the Other Backward
Classes quota. SCs and STs were excluded since it was
argued that their backwardness was based purely on
untouchability for which economic improvement was not
a remedy.

Exp.: Article 335 recognises that special measures need to be

adopted for considering the claims of SCs and STs in
order to bring them to a level-playing field. Centuries of
discrimination and prejudice suffered by the SCs and STs
in a feudal, caste-oriented societal structure poses real
barriers of access to opportunity. Hence, Statement 1 is
correct.

Article 336 concerns with the Special provision for
Anglo-Indian community in certain services. Hence,
Statement 2 is NOT correct.

Exp.: National River Conservation Directorate (NRCD) has

been shifted from the Ministry of Environment and
Forest and Climate Change to Jal shakti Ministry.
Hence, Statement 1 is NOT correct.

The move aims at consolidating administration and
bringing water-related issues like conservation,
development, management, and abatement of pollution
under a single ministry.

National River Conservation Directorate (NRCD) is
responsible for implementing the centrally sponsored

national river conservation plan for all rivers across the
country except river Ganga and its tributaries (as issues
related to Ganga and its tributaries are taken up by
National Mission for Clean Ganga).

® The government has created a new Ministry called ‘Jal
Shakti’ after merging

m  Ministries of Water Resources
= River Development & Ganga Rejuvenation
m Drinking Water and Sanitation

Hence, Statement 2 is NOT correct.

® The ministry will roll out the government’s ambitious
plan “Nal se Jal” scheme under Jal Jivan Plan to provide
piped water connection to every household in India by
2024. Hence, Statement 3 is correct.

Exp.: About Arctic Council:

® The Arctic Council is formed of circumpolar countries of
Russia, United States, Canada, Norway, Demark, Sweden,
Iceland and Finland. Hence, Statement 1 is NOT correct.

® The Arctic Council is a high-level intergovernmental body
set up in 1996 by the Ottawa declaration to promote
cooperation, coordination and interaction among the
Arctic States together with the indigenous communities
and other Arctic inhabitants. Hence, Statement 2 is NOT
correct.

® India has been re-elected as an observer to the Arctic
Council. Observer status in the Arctic Council is open to
Non-governmental organizations, Non-littoral states as
well as to Intergovernmental and Inter-Parliamentary
organizations. Hence, Statement 3 is correct.

Exp.: Global Peace Index (GPI):
® The GPI was founded by Steve Killelea, an Australian
technology entrepreneur and philanthropist.Hence,
statement 1 is correct.

® [t is released by Australian think tank ‘Institute for
Economics & Peace’. Hence, statement 2 is NOT
correct.

® [tranks countries according to their level of peacefulness
based on three thematic domains:

m The level of societal safety and security.

m The extent of ongoing domestic and international
conflict.

m The degree of militarisation.

Hence, statement 3 is correct.
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Exp.: Key Advantages of Biofuel

m Renewable energy source and non-toxic &
biodegradable. Hence, Statement 1 is correct.

m Contains no sulphur that causes acid rain. Hence,
statement 2 is NOT correct.

m  Environment friendly-less emissions.

m [t has rural employment potential. Hence, statement
3 is correct.

Biofuels are fuels manufactured from biomass. Biomass
resources are the biodegradable fraction of products,
waste and residues from agriculture, forestry and related
industries as well as the biodegradable fraction of
industrial and municipal wastes. Hence, statement 4 is
correct.

Exp.: Gujarat Pollution Control Board (GPCB) has initiated

a programme for market based trading system to reduce
air pollution in Surat, Gujarat. Hence, option (b) is
correct.

Globally, cap and trade system have been used to reduce
other forms of pollution, such as programmes that have
successfully reduced Sulphur dioxide (SO,) and Nitrogen
oxides (NOx) in the United States. But the Gujarat
programme is the first in the world to regulate
particulate air pollution.

Emission Cap and Trade System:

The scheme involves capping the total pollution by
industries, issuing permits to each industry on how much
pollution it can individually emit in the air, and then
allowing them to buy and sell those permits.

This means cleaner units will make a profit by selling
permits, while polluting ones will have to shell out money
to meet the standard.

Essentially, the scheme allows the market to regulate
pollution rather than sending out an army of government
regulators to do the job.

This scheme covers only particulate matter — tiny
particles of smoke, dust and industrial emissions that hang
in the air, causing air pollution and health woes.

A programme to monitor pollution on a real-time online
basis is the first step that could be rolled out by year-end,
and will be complete in the next 18 months.

Exp.: Ishwar Chandra Vidyasagar as :
® An Educationist: In 1846, Vidyasagar joined the Sanskrit

College as ‘Assistant Secretary’. Within a year, he
introduced a number of changes to the existing education
system.

During his tenure as the Principal of Sanskrit College
from 1851 to 1858, Vidyasagar initiated unprecedented
changes in both administration and education.

At a time when there was no concept of universal
education, Vidyasagar strongly believed that everyone
irrespective of caste or gender, had the right to education.

He even opened up the premises of the Sanskrit college
for the depressed classes.

He also encouraged scholars to study ancient sacred texts
and interpret them for contemporary usage.

He established 20 model schools in Hooghly, Midnapore,
Burdwan and Nadia.

m He supervised the schools, recruited teachers and
formulated their syllabus.

m He revised the exam pattern by introducing monthly
exams instead of annual ones.

m He also introduced the study of English, Western
Sciences and Mathematics.

m He initiated the acceptance of admission fees and
tuition fees. He also introduced ‘Sunday’ as the
weekly holiday, and summer vacation in the months
of May and June.

He brought about a revolution in the Bengali education
system by changing the way Bengali language was written
and taught. Hence, statement 1 is correct.

He was a prominent figure of Bengal Renaissance — a
cultural, social, intellectual and artistic movement in
Bengal from the 19" century to the early 20" century.

It was the result of his untiring struggle that the then
Government of India passed the Widow Remarriage Act
in 1856. With the purpose of gathering people’s support
for the implementation of the provision of remarriage of
widows, he encouraged his own son, Narayan Chandra
Bandyopadhyaya to marry a widow. He fought for women
education and vigorously challenged the barbaric practice
of child marriage. Hence, statement 2 is correct.
Some of his works are: Betaal Panchavinsati (1847),
Banglar Itihaas (1848), Jivancharita (1849), Shakuntala
(1854), Mahabharata (1860), Seetar Vanavas (1860),
Bhrantivilaas (1869), Oti Alpa Hoilo (1873), Aabaar Oti
Alpa Hoilo (1873), Brajavilaas (1884), Ratnopariksha
(1886). Hence, statement 3 is correct.

IoT solutions often require devices to function
in the real world while processing and decision-making
happen on the cloud. This fundamental shift powers
businesses to run data analytics directly on IoT devices,
as opposed to the centralized cloud storage, allowing
quicker processing and decision-making. Further support
from Artificial Intelligence (AI) will enable scenarios
such as detection of visual defects, objects, and visual
anomalies. Hence, option (c) is correct.

VoLTE: It stands for voice over Long Term Evolution.
Utilising IMS technology, it is a digital packet voice
service that is delivered over IP via an LTE access
network. Voice calls over LTE are recognised as the
industry-agreed progression of voice services across
mobile networks, deploying LTE radio access technology.

Exp.: Elephant Bond is one of the measures for doubling

India’s exports of goods and services to over USD 1,000
billion by 2025. It has been proposed by a panel headed
by economist Surjit Bhalla. It is a 25-year sovereign
bond in which people declaring undisclosed income will
be bound to invest 50 per cent.The fund will be utilised
only for infrastructure projects.

ELEPHANT CORRIDOR: Elephant corridors are
narrow strips of land that connect two large habitats of
elephants.

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Asian Elephant Alliance, an umbrella initiative by five
NGOs, has come together to secure 96 out of the 101
existing corridors used by elephants across 12 States in
India.

PROJECT ELEPHANT: Project Elephant launched by
the Government of India in the year 1992 as a Centrally
Sponsored Scheme.

Establishment of elephant reserves and adoption of the
“World Elephant Day” (August 12) to help conserve and
protect elephants in India and improve their welfare.
‘Gaj Yatra’ a nationwide awareness campaign to celebrate
elephants and highlight the necessity of securing elephant
corridors.

The Wildlife Trust of India (WTI), had come out with a
publication on the right of passage in 101 elephant
corridors of the country in 2017, stressed on the need for
greater surveillance and protection of elephant corridors.

The Monitoring the Killing of Elephants (MIKE)
programme launched in 2003 is an international
collaboration that tracks trends in information related to
the illegal killing of elephants from across Africa and
Asia, to monitor effectiveness of field conservation efforts.

Exp.: The Education Quality Upgradation and Inclusion

Programme, has been released by Ministry of Human
Resource Development. It is crafted by ten committees
led by experts within the government such as NITI Aayog
CEO, Principal Scientific Advisor and former Revenue
Secretary, as well as some Corporate Chiefs. Hence,
statement 1 is correct.

The ten Expert Groups drawn from senior academicians,
administrators and industrialists, have suggested more
than 50 initiatives that would transform the higher
education sector completely.

EQUIP is proposed to put together an action plan to give
a multi-pronged boost to the higher education system in
India. It is to be implemented between 2019-2024. Hence,
statement 2 is NOT correct.

Objectives of the programme are:

To double the Gross Enrolment Ratio in higher education.
Improve teaching and learning processes;

Resolve the geographically skewed access to higher
educational institutions.

Achieve globally acceptable quality standards across the
country.
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Position at least 20 Indian institutions among the top
global institutions.

Promote the research/innovation ecosystem.
Substantially improve the employability of the students.
Promote framework for internationalisation.

Better accreditation systems, use of education technology,
governance reforms and a quantum increase in
investments.

Exp.: Recently, Comptroller and Auditor General (CAG) of

India submitted its audit report on the Rafale Fighter
Aircraft to the Supreme Court. Redactive pricing audit
method was used due to the objections raised by the
Ministry of Defence, citing security reasons. Hence,
statement 1 is correct.

Redactive is the selection or adaption by ‘obscuring or
removing sensitive information’ from a document prior
to publication. Hence, statement 2 is correct.

The CAG is mandated to audit all receipts and expenditure
of the three-tier governments in India and report to the
legislature judiciously, independently, objectively in
compliance with applicable laws, rules and regulations,
without fear and favour.

CAG conducts financial compliance and performance
audits and submits his reports to the legislature to help
people’s representatives in enforcing legislative oversight
and public accountability of the executive.

Legislative committees such as the Public Account
Committee and the Committee on Public Undertakings
examine the CAG’s selected reports. Hence, statement
3 is NOT correct.

In this matter, it has been stated the matter to be
unprecedented that an audit report submitted by th CAG
to the President under Article 151 of the constitution
suppressed relevant information.

Exp.: Rathin Roy, a member of an economic panel advising

Prime Minister Narendra Modi, has warned that India
could be headed for a ‘structural crisis’ has sparked a
debate on whether the economy’s days of high single-digit
growth rates are a thing of the past.

According to Roy, India’s growth has mostly been driven
by demand generated by 100 million-odd people at the
top of the country’s socio-economic pyramid. But that
demand has begun to exhaust itself, and so India could
slip into a ‘middle-income trap’.

® This is a risk that emerging economies are said to be
vulnerable. As a country runs out of new sources of
growth after an initial burst of rapid expansion, it finds
itself unable to break into a higher-income league. Hence,
statement 1 is correct.

® This phenomenon is exemplified by Brazil and South
Africa, among a few others. These countries increased
their economic output at a fast pace for several years at
a stretch, but large sections of their population did not
see their lives get better. Hence, statement 2 is correct.

® The best insurance against the risk of slipping into a
middle-income trap, is to address mobility restraints at
lower levels of the socio-economic pyramid. This would
mean sharply raising the quality of healthcare, education
and skill development for the deprived masses. These are
long-gestation projects, as it were, and the results could
take decades. But the economy needs to rise as a whole,
not in parts. Hence, statement 3 is correct.

Exp.: The Foreigners (Tribunals) Order, 1964 was issued by
the Central Government under Section 3 of The
Foreigners Act, 1946. It is applicable to the whole country.
Major amendments in the Foreigners (Tribunals) Order,
1964 were undertaken in 2013. Hence, statement 1 is
correct.

® The last amendment was issued in May, 2019. All these
orders are applicable to the whole country and are not
specific to any state. Therefore, there is nothing new in
this regard in the latest amendment of May 2019.

® The May 2019 amendment only lays down the modalities
for the Tribunals to decide on appeals made by persons
not satisfied with the outcome of claims and objections
filed against the National Register of Citizens (NRC).

® Since NRC work is going on only in Assam, therefore,
the aforementioned Order, issued on 30th May, 2019 is
applicable only to Assam as on date for all practical
purposes.

® This Amendment Order also provides for reference by
District Magistrate to the Tribunal for its opinion as to
whether the Appellant is a “foreigner” or not within the
meaning of the Foreigners Act, 1946. Hence, statement
3 is correct.

® Since the Foreigners Tribunals under this order have been
established only in Assam and in no other state of the
country, this amendment in effect is going to be relevant
only to Assam at present. Hence, statement 2 is correct.
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Exp.: On May 21,2019 a 34-member panel of the Anthropocene

Working Group (AWG) voted 29-4 in favour of
designating a new geological epoch — the Anthropocene.
According to Nature, the panel plans to submit a formal
proposal for the new epoch by 2021 to the International
Commission on Stratigraphy, which oversees the official
geologic time chart.

The term ‘Anthropocene’ was coined in 2000 by Nobel
Laureate Paul Crutzen and Eugene Stoermer to denote
the present geological time interval in which human
activity has profoundly altered many conditions and
processes on Earth. Hence, option (c) is correct.

According to the AWG, the phenomena associated with
the Anthropocene include an order-of-magnitude increase
in erosion and sediment transport associated with
urbanisation and agriculture, marked and abrupt
anthropogenic perturbations of the cycles of elements
such as carbon, environmental changes generated by these
perturbations, including global warming, sea-level rise,
and ocean acidification, rapid changes in the biosphere
and finally proliferation and global dispersion of many
new ‘minerals’ and ‘rocks’ including concrete, fly ash and
plastics, and the myriad ‘technofossils’ produced from
these and other materials.

Exp.: Department of Biotechnology (DBT) launched

MANAYV : Human Atlas Initiative aimed at improving
knowledge on human physiology. Hence, statement 2 is
NOT correct.

It aims at creating a database network of all tissues in the
human body from the available scientific literature. The
student community, who will be the backbone on
assimilating the information, will be trained and imparted
with skills to perform annotation and curation of
information that will ultimately form the online network.

The project can be signed up by students who are in their
final year graduation and above. Students from the fields
of biochemistry, biotechnology, microbiology, botany,
zoology, bioinformatics, health sciences, systems
biologists, pharmacologists and data sciences can
associate with this project. Even participants having a
science background but not necessarily involved in active
scientific research can be part of this network.

The aim of the project remains to understand and capture
the human physiology in two stages — in a normal stage
and while in a disease stage. Such a database on individual

tissues, once ready, can come handy in tracing the causes
of a disease, understanding specific pathways and
ultimately decode the body’s disease stage linked to
tissues and cells. Hence, statement 1 is correct.

The teams will also study any potent elements or
molecules that have never been used in the form of drugs,
to target the specific cells or tissues.

Exp.: The 11" Finance Commission had recommended a

scheme for the establishment of 1734 Fast Track Courts
(FTCs) for the expeditious disposal of cases pending in
the lower courts. Hence, statement 1 is NOT correct.
FTCs were to be established by the State Governments
in consultation with the respective High Courts. An
average of five FTCs were to be established in each district
of the country.

The judges for these FTCs were appointed on an adhoc
basis. The judges were selected by the High Courts of the
respective states. There are primarily three sources of
recruitment. First, by promoting members from amongst
the eligible judicial officers; second, by appointing retired
High Court judges and third, from amongst members of
the Bar of the respective state.

FTCs were initially established for a period of five years
(2000-2005). However, in 2005, the Supreme Court
directed the central government to continue with the FTC
scheme, which was extended until 2010-2011.

The government discontinued the FTC scheme in March
2011. Though the central government stopped giving
financial assistance to the states for establishing FTCs,
the state governments could establish FTCs from their
own funds.

The decision of the central government not to finance the
FTCs beyond 2011 was challenged in the Supreme Court.
In 2012, the Court upheld the decision of the central
government.

It held that the state governments have the liberty to decide
whether they want to continue with the scheme or not.
However, if they decide to continue then the FTCs have
to be made a permanent feature.

As of September 3, 2012, some states such as Arunachal
Pradesh, Assam, Maharashtra, Tamil Nadu and Kerala
decided to continue with the FTC scheme.

However, some states such as Haryana and Chhattisgarh
decided to discontinue it. Other states such as Delhi and
Karnataka have decided to continue the FTC scheme only
till 2013. Hence, statement 3 is NOT correct.
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® Setting up of special courts is under the domain of State

Governments and High Courts. Hence, statement 2 is
correct.

Exp.: Andaman and Nicobar is an Integrated Services

Command. India’s only tri-services operational command
exists in the Andaman where the members of the three
services operate under one Navy officer.

The Andaman and Nicobar archipelago is straddled
strategically near the mouth of the Malacca Straits.

Due to the strategic location of the island territories near
the mouth of the Malacca Straits from where over 70 per
cent of the merchant ships operate, they are very important
in the Navy's game-plan to keep control over the activities
in the Indian Ocean region.

The Malacca Straits is an important sea lane of
communication and is used by navies of several countries,
including China which has been stepping up its military
infrastructure in the Indian Ocean region.

Hence, option (c) is correct.

Exp.: The Task Force on Climate-Related Financial Disclosures

(TCFD) was set up in 2015 by the Financial Stability
Board (FSB). Hence, option (a) is correct.

Task Force on Climate-related Financial Disclosures
(TCFD) was formed to address the impact climate change
is having on companies and the global financial system
through disclosure.

Spearheaded by FSB Chairman and Bank of England
Governor Mark Carney and chaired by Michael
Bloomberg,in2017 the Task Force issued recommendations
aimed at helping companies disclose decision-useful
information which will enable financial markets to better
understand climate-related financial risks and
opportunities.

® The recommendations call for companies to disclose:

m  Governance: their governance around climate-related
risks and opportunities.

m Strategy: the actual and potential impacts of climate-
related risks and opportunities on the organization’s
businesses, strategy and financial planning where such
information is material.

= Risk Management: how the organization identifies,
assesses and manages climate-related risks.

m  Metrics and Targets: the metrics and targets used to
assess and manage relevant climate-related risks and
opportunities, where such information is material.

® The driving force behind the TCFD has been the FSB, an
international body that monitors and makes
recommendations to promote a stable international
financial system.

Exp.: The World Economic Situation and Prospects 2019 is a
joint product of:
m The United Nations Department of Economic and
Social Affairs (UN/DESA),

m The United Nations Conference on Trade and
Development (UNCTAD)

m The five United Nations regional commissions
(Economic Commission for Africa (ECA), Economic
Commission for Europe (ECE), Economic
Commission for Latin America and the Caribbean
(ECLAC), Economic and Social Commission for Asia
and the Pacific (ESCAP) and Economic and Social
Commission for Western Asia (ESCWA)). Hence,
option (a) is correct.

® The United Nations World Tourism Organization
(UNWTO), and staff from the International Labour
Organization (ILO) also contributed to the report.

® The report raises concerns over the sustainability of global
economic growth in the face of rising financial, social
and environmental challenges. Global levels of public
and private debt continue to rise. Economic growth is
often failing to reach the people who need it most. The
essential transition towards environmentally sustainable
production and consumption is not happening fast enough,
and the impacts of climate change are growing more
widespread and severe

Exp.: Article 324 of the Constitution has made the following
provisions with regard to the composition of election
commission.

® The Election Commission shall consist of the chief
election commissioner and such number of other election
commissioners, if any, as the president may from time to
time fix. Hence, statement 1 is correct.

® They hold office for a term of six years or until they attain
the age of 65 years, whichever is earlier. Hence,
statement 2 is NOT correct.

® The appointment of the chief election commissioner and
other election commissioners is made by the president.
Though, they do not hold their office till the pleasure of
the president. Hence, statement 3 is NOT correct.
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® All matters relating to methods of recruitment to civil
services and for civil posts.

Exp.: The UPSC consists of a Chairman and other members

Exp.: Articles 315 to 323 in Part XIV of the Constitution also
deal with:
® The composition, appointment and removal of members,
power and functions and independence of a State Public
Services Commission (SPSC).

® With regard to the selection for temporary or officiating
appointment to a post if the person appointed is not likely
to hold the post for more than a year.

UPSC is consulted on the following matters related to
personnel management:
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® The chairman and members of the Commission hold office

for a term of six years or until they attain the age of 62
years, whichever is earlier. Hence, statement 1 is NOT
correct.

The chairman and members of a SPSC are appointed by
the Governor, they can be removed only by the President
(and not by the governor). Hence, statement 2 is NOT
correct.

Exp.: Article 280 of the Constitution of India provides for a

Finance Commission as a quasi judicial body. Hence,
statement 1 is correct.

The Finance Commission consists of a chairman and four
other members to be appointed by the President. They
hold office for such period as specified by the President
in his order. They are eligible for reappointment. Hence,
statement 2 and 3 are correct.

The recommendations made by the Finance Commission
are only of advisory nature and hence, not binding on the
government. It is up to the Union government to
implement its recommendations.

Exp.: The 89™ Constitutional Amendment Act of 2003

bifurcated the combined National Commission for SCs
and STs into two separate bodies, namely, National
Commission for Scheduled Castes (under Article 338)
and National Commission for Scheduled Tribes (under
Article 338-A). Hence, statement 1 is correct.

Both the commission presents an annual report to the
President. They can also submit a report as and when
deem it necessary. The President places all such reports
before the Parliament, along with a memorandum
explaining the action taken on the recommendations made
by the Commissions. The memorandum should also
contain the reasons for the non-acceptance of any of such
recommendations. Hence, statement 2 is correct.

The Commission, while investigating any matter or
inquiring into any complaint, has all the powers of a civil
court trying a suit and in particular in respect of the
following matters:

(a) summoning and enforcing the attendance of any
person from any part of India and examining him
on oath;

The members of the commission are appointed by the
President by warrant under his hand and seal. Their
conditions of service and tenure of office are also
determined by the President. Hence, statement 4 is

correct.

Exp.: UK Parliament declared the climate change emergency

in May, 2019. Hence, option (b) is correct.

This proposal, which demonstrates the will of the
Commons on the issue but does not legally compel the
government to act, was approved without a vote.

The motion also calls on the government to aim to achieve
net-zero emissions before 2050 and for ministers to
outline urgent proposals to restore the UK’s natural
environment and deliver a ‘zero waste economy’ within
the next six months.

Exp.: The Constitution has made the following provisions to

safeguard and ensure the independence of Comptroller
and Auditor General (CAG):

He is provided with security of tenure. He can be removed
by the President only in accordance with the procedure
mentioned in the Constitution. Thus, he does not hold his
office till the pleasure of the President, though he is
appointed by him. Hence, statement 1 is NOT correct.

He is not eligible for further office, either under the
Government of India or of any State, after he ceases to
hold his office. Hence, statement 3 is NOT correct.

His salary and other service conditions are determined
by the Parliament. His salary is equal to that of a judge
of the Supreme Court. Hence, statement 4 is NOT
correct.

Neither his salary nor his rights in respect of leave of
absence, pension or age of retirement can be altered to
his disadvantage after his appointment.

The conditions of service of persons serving in the Indian
Audit and Accounts Department and the administrative
powers of the CAG are prescribed by the President after
consultation with the CAG.
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® The administrative expenses of the office of the CAG,
including all salaries, allowances and pensions of persons
serving in that office are charged upon the Consolidated
Fund of India. Thus, they are not subject to the vote of
Parliament.

He holds office for a period of six years or upto the age
of 65 years, whichever is earlier. Hence, statement 2 is
correct.

Exp.: Attorney General of India
® The Attorney General (AG) is appointed by the President.
He must be a person who is qualified to be appointed as
judge of the Supreme Court. Hence, statement 1 is
correct.

The term of office of the AG is not fixed by the
Constitution. Further, the Constitution does not contain
the procedure and grounds for his removal. Hence,
statement 2 is NOT correct.

The Constitution (Article 76) has provided for the office
of the Attorney General for India. He is the highest law
officer in the country. Hence, statement 3 is correct.

AG holds office during the pleasure of the President. This
means that he may be removed by the President at any
time.

Exp.: NITI Aayog
® NITI Aayog is neither a Constitutional body nor a
Statutory body. Hence, statement 1 is NOT correct .

® [tis anon-constitutional or extra-constitutional body (i.e.,
not created by the Constitution) and a non-statutory body
(not created by an Act of the Parliament). Hence,
statement 2 and 3 are correct.

Exp.: A State Human Rights Commission can inquire into
violation of human rights only in respect of subjects
mentioned in the State List (List-1T) and the Concurrent
List (List-IIT) of the Seventh Schedule of the Constitution.
Hence, statement 1 and 2 are correct.

Exp.: Central Information Commission was established by the
Central Government in 2005. It was constituted through
an Official Gazette Notification under the provisions of
the Right to Information Act (2005). Therefore, it is not
a Constitutional body. Hence, statement 1 is NOT
correct.

® The Commission consists of a Chief Information
Commissioner and not more than ten Information
Commissioners. Hence, statement 2 is NOT correct.

They are appointed by the President on the recommendation
of a committee consisting of the Prime Minister as
Chairperson, the Leader of Opposition in the Lok Sabha
and a Union Cabinet Minister nominated by the Prime
Minister.

Exp.: Central Vigilance Commission (CVC)
® CVC is the main agency for preventing corruption in the
Central government. It was established in 1964 by an
executive resolution of the Central government. Its
establishment was recommended by the Santhanam
Committee on Prevention of Corruption (1962-64).
Hence, statement 1 is correct.

In 2003, the Parliament enacted a law conferring
statutory status on the CVC. Hence, statement 2 is
NOT correct.

The members of the CVC hold office for a term of four
years or until they attain the age of sixty-five years,
whichever is earlier.

Exp.: The Special 301 Report is the result of an annual review
of the state of Intellectual Property protection and
enforcement in U.S. trading partners around the world,
which the Office of the United States Trade
Representative (USTR) conducts. Hence, statement 1
and 2 are both correct.

The report aims to encourage and maintain enabling
environments for innovation, including effective
intellectual property rights protection and enforcement,
in markets worldwide, which benefit not only U.S.
exporters but the domestic Intellectual Property-intensive
industries in those markets as well.

India continues to remain on the United States (US)
‘Priority Watch List’ for alleged violations of intellectual
property rights (IPR) and for posing new challenges that
have negatively affected American right holders over the
past year.

The USTR in its report identified 11 countries, including
India, on its ‘Priority Watch List’ China, Indonesia,
Russia, Saudi Arabia and Venezuela are among others. It
has also placed 25 countries, including Pakistan and
Turkey, on the Watch List.
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® For such countries that fail to address US’ concerns, the

USTR will take appropriate actions, such as enforcement
actions under Section 301 of the Trade Act or pursuant
to World Trade Organisation or other trade agreement
dispute settlement procedures, necessary to combat unfair
trade practices and to ensure that trading partners follow
through with their international commitments.

Exp.: Recently The fifth edition of the United Nations Global

Assessment Report on Disaster Risk Reduction (GAR)
was released four years after the adoption of the Sendai
Framework for Disaster Risk Reduction 2015-2030
(Sendai Framework).

Countries adopted the Sendai Framework in 2015 to
address a broader scope of hazards and risks. The Sendai
Framework charts a clear policy pathway for governments
and citizens to prevent and mitigate shocks caused by
natural and man-made hazards, as well as related
environmental, technological and biological hazards and
risks. Hence, statement 2 is correct.

2019 edition of GAR offers an update on progress made
in implementing the outcome, goal, targets and priorities
ofthe Sendai Framework and disaster-related Sustainable
Development Goals. Hence, statement 1 is correct.

The Framework was adopted at the Third UN World
Conference on Disaster Risk Reduction in Sendai, Japan,
on March 18,2015. Hence, statement 3 is NOT correct.

Exp.: Under the Kalasa-Banduri project, three dams are to be

constructed across the Haltara, Kalasa and Banduri
streams of Mahadayi river. Hence, statement 2 is
correct.

Mahadayi river rises in the Western Ghats, from the
Bhimgad Wildlife Sanctuary in Khanapur taluk of
Karnataka’s Belagavi district. Flowing westward, it enters
Goa from Sattari taluk of North Goa districts. A number
of streams join the flow of the river to form the Mandovi
which is one of two major rivers that flow through Goa.
It joins the Arabian Sea at Panaji.

The river Mahadayi flows only across the states of
Karnataka and Goa. Hence, statement 3 is NOT correct.

Historical Background
® Kalasa-Banduri project was planned in 1989; Goa raised

objection to it and filed a complaint seeking setting up of
a tribunal in July 2002. The Ministry of Water Resources
kept the clearance given to Karnataka in abeyance in
September 2002.

Goa moved the Supreme Court in 2006 seeking
constitution of a tribunal, withdrawing approval for any
work in the basin.

Mahadayi (Mandovi) is a water deficit basin and water
diversion could impact the environment.

The Mahadayi Water Disputes Tribunal was set up on
22.11.2010. The tribunal has framed 70 issues for
determination of claims by the riparian states.

Recently there have been Protests for the implementation
of the Kalasa-Banduri project, as part of the Mahadayi
river water-sharing with Goa, which has crippled normal
life in many taluks of Vijayapura, Dharwad and Gadag
districts in Karnataka.
