Key Points

= The CM stated that negligence and corruption in works related to public interest will not
be tolerated under any circumstances.
= The CM instructed the officers to ensure regular public hearing, prompt disposal of
complaints, monitoring them and taking feedback.
o All district-level officers should hold public hearings for at least one hour regularly, so
that the complainants do not have to come to the capital with their problems.
= The status of electricity and drinking water supply, medical facilities, progress of Jal Jeevan Mission
(JJM), Viksit Bharat Sankalp Yatra, law and order and other issues were also reviewed.
