Flawed Process - People who found themselves on
the first list that was released didn’t find their
names in the second.

The parallel processes of NRC, the voters list of the Election
Commission, and the Foreigners’ Tribunals with the help of
the Assam Border Police, have led to utter chaos.

Due to large number of people being excluded from the list, it will
be very difficult to physically verify all of them.

If ‘non citizens’ resort to judicial relief, it can lead to
overburdening of judiciary.

Uncertainty about the future of those left out from the list.

Expelling them to Bangladesh is not an option since
Dhaka has never accepted that they are its citizens.|

Can jeopardise relations with Dhaka if the issue is pushed.|

Large scale detention camps is an unlikely
option for a civilised democracy like India.

Issuing work permits, would put into question
the fate of children of such individuals.

Register prepared after the Census of 1951 in respect of
each village - indicating the number and names of persons
staying therein

Published only once in 1951.

Assumed importance as Assam witnessed large-
scale illegal migration.

Led to the Assam movement from 1979 to 1985,

Al Assam Students' Union demanded updating of NRC
& deportation of all illegal migrants who entered
Assam after 1951.

Signing of the Assam Accord in 1985.

Set March 25, 1971 as the cut-off date for the deportation
of illegal migrants.

‘After an Assam based NGO filed a petition, SC in 2014
ordered that the NRC be updated.

The NRC of 1951 and the Electoral Roll of 1971 (up to midnight of
24 March 1971) are together called Legacy Data.

Those whose names appeared in these documents are
certified as Indian citizens.
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
